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CAAE STUDY GUIDE LEVEL 11 
INTERMEDIATE ASTROLOGY 

The Canadian Association for Astrological Education (CAAE) is an association of astrologers currently 
working together to: 

1. Promote the use of standard examinations 
2. Promote the use of basic curriculum for those teaching astrology 
3. Provide a resource for teachers of astrology 

Examinations will be presented in the Spring and late Fall of each year at different locations across 
Canada. 

The Level 11 examination is based on material contained in the CAAE LEVEL 11 COURSE MANUAL. This 
manual is available from your teacher or by contacting the CAAE REGISTRAR, currently Don Keith, 
thekeiths@sympatico.ca 

The recommended curriculum for this level represents 45 ς 50 hours of in-class teaching, or an 
equivalent level of knowledge of the course material. Alternatively, this course can be pursued by 
correspondence course.  For suggested supplementary reading to augment your basic knowledge, 
please see the attached list. 

The LEVEL 11 examination will consist of short answer/essay questions, some completion of 
worksheets and intermediate delineation pertinent to the examination charts. Please do not bring any 
textbooks to the examination. You are not responsible for chart construction at this time. You will have 
6 hours to complete this examination (3 hours in the morning and 3 hours in the afternoon). 

Requirements for the Level 11 intermediate examination assume a knowledge of all required Level 1 
material plus: a knowledge of focal points or chart standouts (lack/emphasis on elements, modes, 
hemispheres, aspects), unaspected planets, detailed delineation of major configurations (stellium, 
yod, grand trine, grand cross, T Square); 8 major chart patterns, retrograde planets, moonΩs nodes, 
phases of the moon, intercepted signs and planets and repeated house cusps, delineation of house 
cusps and empty houses, Gauquelin sectors, Chiron, minor aspects (semisquare, sesquisquare, 
semisextile, quintile/biquintile, septile), aspects to the angles. 

Chart interpretation should include a comprehensive overview of the chart as well as a focus on 
career and avocational analysis, and relationships. 

Expected also is surface knowledge of eclipses, Arabian parts, the vertex, oriental planets, critical 
degrees, the 4 basic asteroids, fixed stars, derivative houses, the galactic centre and world axis, 
declinations, parallels, mid points and out of bound planets.  

The passing grade for this examination is 70%. Completion of the intermediate examination does not 
constitute professional competence.  

A sample examination is attached. Please note it contains a selection of questions but will not contain 
questions on all of the required material.
